Scenario:

Your team is planning an environmental education field trip to Port Isobel Island Study Center (see attachment). It is hosted by the Chesapeake Bay Foundation and the cost for the trip is $1900. Your teacher applied for the Virginia Naturally Classroom Grant and received $1000. Your team must raise $900 to make up the difference. You would like to raise money in two ways; 1) setting up a table in front of Wal-Mart (you can consider selling items like cookies, candy, or just collecting donations); 2) Direct mail solicitations in the local community.
Requirements:

Poster for table in front of Wal-Mart




The poster should be an 8 ½ x 11 sheet of paper.

You must have the following text elements on your poster:

· the name of your school
· a description of the field trip

· information about how the trip will benefit students and their community
Mailer for direct mail solicitation


The mailer should be an 8 ½ x 11 sheet of paper in portrait format, which will be folded into thirds so that it fits in a regular envelope.

You must have the following text elements on mailer:
· the name of your school

· a description of the field trip

· information about how the trip will benefit students and their community

· suggested levels of donations plus return address information as a tear-off on the third (bottom) section of the tri-folded sheet.

Guidelines:

Be creative in using the provided information to support the requirements.  You may use the images provided, scanned images, graphics, clip art, rules, text, watermarks, font faces and sizes to enhance your print materials. If you would like to reserve space for an image on print materials and don’t have access to the image you have in mind, you can position a frame with the description of the desired image. Design and layout of the print materials will be judged, as well as the quality of writing - be sure to use a spellchecker and check for grammatical errors.  In addition, not all printers provide the same quality of output.  Judges are aware of this and will refer to the image left on the computer screen to make determinations of product quality versus print resolution.  Therefore, be sure to leave filenames for the judges with instructions on how to access each file.
The solutions will be judged on the overall quality of layout and design with emphasis placed on thematic unity (how well all the items on the pages are related to the theme) and stylistic unity (a consistent "look and feel" to all parts of the solution).

(CBF's Ilan Education Certer, Por sobl, i Stusted at the southern most poit between the Tangier Sound and the Chisapeske Bay proper.
Offcially referenced o nauical charts a5 East Point Marsh, t was affectionately iven the name Port Isobel to honor the wife of one of s most
recent residents. Originally nhabied by familes from Tangier skand inthe 100, rising sea levels nthe 1320 forces them to abandan the fsland.
The majorty of the islanct was donated to CBF inthelats 1950's when  was renovated to become one of our four island exucaion certers.

Port Isobel hias over 250 acres of fand, which includes extensive marshiand, beaches, and several acres of credge spoi land that has been
overorown withthe invasive phragrites plant. Surrounce by healty seagrass beds and oyster bars, the opportunties to learn and explore ot Port
Isabel are endless.

The Port Isobel includes two education certers tha run independently o each ofher, Port Isobel East an Port Isobel West. Port Isobel East can
accommadate upto 30 peaple in the Snow Goase dormitory that has & rooms (1 room with 2 beds, 4 with 4 and 2 with 6). To save water, the dorm
150 has 2 Clivus' (waterless tolet) systems. The Snow Gaose and he conference center were archtecturaly renavated from working barns to be
some of CBF's first envitormentaly frisndly cesione bulings.
