Choose one of the following problems.  Complete the project thoroughly, meeting all criteria.  Pay attention to the presentation requirements.  Points will be awarded for meeting the stated criteria, creativity, and musicality.
· Write a composition for three cellos using the following criteria:
· Key: A Major

· Meter:  4/4
· The first cello part must be written in treble clef. 

· The second cello part must be written in cello tenor clef.  
· The third cello part must be written in bass clef.  
· The length of the piece is up to you but should be long enough to establish a musical statement. 
· Add texture using dynamics and non-harmonic tones

· Presentation: Written AND Aural is preferred, however Written is required.
· Write a fugue for 3 instruments or three voices of your choice using the following criteria:
· Key: Your choice of Minor Key

· Meter: 3/4

· Include at least one episode between two expositions
· End with your choice of stretto or pedal point treatment

· Presentation: Aural or written or both
·  Write a percussive piece using the following criteria:
· Instrumentation:  2 pitched percussion instruments of your choice, 1 non-pitched percussion instrument, and 1 bass voice (for the bass voice, lyrics are not necessary, percussive syllables will suffice)

· Length: At least 16 measures

· Key: Your choice

· Meter: Your choice

· Use triplets, duples, and syncopation

· Distinquish between strong and weak beats

· Notate rhythm patterns correctly, i.e., use correct beaming patterns

· Presentation: Aural AND written required
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
