	9.  How many times larger is a 12 megapixel image over a 6 megapixel image, both at a 1.5:1 ratio (width to height)?

	Answers: 6 ~ 3072x2048 - 12 ~ 4368x2912 -  = 1.42  (point is, a 12 megapixel image, which is twice the area, is not twice the size of the image.  To get the answer, divide the width of the 12 megapixel image by the width of the 6 megapixel image (or you can use the  height of each)



	10.  How many royal thrones does the Queen of England have?
