Choose one of the following problems.  Complete the project thoroughly, meeting all criteria.  Unless specified, you have the option to either print out your composition as sheet music or have the judges listen to it aurally.  It is preferable to have both.  Points will be awarded for (1) meeting the stated criteria, (2) creativity, and (3) musicality.
· Write an original piece for piano and one voice or other instrument in the key of A minor in 3/4 meter.  Length should be at least 8 and no more than 16 measures demonstrating two of the following: syncopated rhythm, atonal harmony, or modulation.  

Write an original instrumental piece at least 8 measures and no more than 16 measures in length.  This piece must include 1 traditional sound source and one nontraditional sound source and syncopated rhythm.  The meter and key are your choice, but they must be clear and definite.  

Create two variations of “Happy Birthday” using tonal harmony – one in the Key of G major for piano using traditional rhythm, the other in the Key of D Major using syncopated rhythm. 
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
