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Desktop Presentations

Level II
The Hampton Roads Transit light rail line, also known as The Tide, is scheduled to be completed in 2011.  Your team has been asked to create an awareness campaign to inform the public of the benefits of ridership.

When creating the slides, use the program to its fullest, utilizing as many parts of the software as possible.  The design and flow of the slides will count more than the transitions from one slide to another.


I. Requirements

1.
There must be at least 5 slides.

2.
At least one of the slides must be a chart. 

3.
At least one of the slides must be a bulleted list. 

Remember that your job is to create a presentation that displays the information clearly.  You may organize the information any way you wish.  Feel free to create additional slides, use maps, images, and illustrations, audio or video clips.  

Information on The Tide light rail system is provided below as well as on the DVD you are receiving today so you can easily copy and paste any of the information you would like to use.  You do not have to use all of the information and can create additional information as needed. 

The goal is to create a visually appealing and informative presentation to help Hampton Roads residents plan and decide how to best utilize The Tide light rail system for their commuting needs.

II. General Information 

The Tide will begin operation in 2011 and will serve an estimated 6000-12,000 rider per day.  Costing 338.3 millions dollars, the system is 7.4 miles long, with 11 stations, and 4 park and ride lots.  Trains will be 9 vehicles long and run to and from the Eastern Virginia Medical Center through downtown Norfolk, along I-264 to Newtown Road every 7.5 minutes during peak rush hour, every 15 minutes during off peak hours, and every 30 minutes during early morning, late evening hours. The system provides access to major areas such as Norfolk State University, Tidewater Community College (Norfolk Campus), Harbor Park, City Hall, MacArthur Center, and the Sentara Norfolk General Hospital. The hours of operation will be 6:00 a.m. - 10:00 p.m. (Monday - Thursday), 6:00 a.m. - midnight (Friday - Saturday), 7:00 a.m. - 9:00 p.m. (Sunday), 9:00 a.m. - 9:00 p.m. (Holidays)

III. Primary Benefits

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IV. Stations

There will initially be eleven (11) stations. These will include safety railings, ticket vending and validating machines, maps and information cases, lighting, and other elements such as benches, wind screens or other weather protection, and litter receptacles. 

1. Eastern Virginia Medical Center Station - The Eastern Virginia Medical Center Station will be located on the south side of Brambleton Avenue, just west of Colley Avenue. 

2.
York Street Station - The York Street Station will be located on York Street, between Dunmore Street and Yarmouth Street, adjacent to the existing YMCA. The York Street Station will be a walk-on station. 

3.
Monticello Avenue Station - The Monticello Avenue Station will be located in the center of Monticello Avenue between Charlotte Street and Freemason Street in front of the proposed Wachovia Center development. 

4.
MacArthur Center Station - The MacArthur Center Station is to be located on the site of the Kirn Memorial Library, between Bank and Atlantic Streets on the east and west, and between City Hall Avenue and Plume Street on the north and south. 

5.
Government Center Station -The Government Center Station will be located within the plaza between City Hall, the Circuit Courts, and the Civic Center. Passengers will make bus connections to the existing downtown bus routes near Main Street and St. Paul's Boulevard. 

6.
Harbor Park Station - The Harbor Park Station will be located at the east end of Harbor Park, just west of an access driveway for Harbor Park. 

7.
NSU at Brambleton - The NSU Station will be located on an elevated, one-car 24 foot wide center platform, above Brambleton Avenue on the east side of Brambleton Avenue. 

8.
Ballentine Boulevard Station - The Ballentine Boulevard Station is located approximately 50 feet west of Ballentine Boulevard. 

9.
Ingleside Station - The Ingleside Station will be located on the western side of Ingleside Road, between Mississippi Avenue and I-264. 

10.
Military Highway Station - The Military Highway Station will be located west of Military Highway just south of Curlew Drive. The site will include a bus drop-off area with three bus bays, and a park-and-ride lot consisting of 232 spaces. Access to the station and park-and-ride facility will be via Corporate Drive and Curlew Drive. http://www.ridethetide.com/about_the_tide/system_features.shtml

Newtown Road Station - The Newtown Road Station will be located along the Norfolk Southern Railroad right-of-way, just west of Newtown Road. The site will include a bus drop-off area with four bus bays and a park-and-ride lot consisting of 266 spaces.
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V. Park-and-Ride Lots

Four park-and-ride locations will provide access to major destinations such as Norfolk State University, Tidewater Community College (Norfolk Campus), Harbor Park, City Hall, MacArthur Center, and the Sentara Norfolk General Hospital.

1.
Ballentine Boulevard Station

The Ballentine Boulevard park-and-ride will be located approximately 50 feet west of Ballentine Boulevard. This site will include a park-and-ride lot consisting of 97 spaces.

2.
Newtown Road Park-and-Ride
The Newtown Road park-and-ride will be located along the Norfolk Southern Railroad right-of-way, just west of Newtown Road. The site will include a bus drop-off area with four bus bays and a lot consisting of 266 spaces

3.
Military Highway Park-and-Ride

The Military Highway station park-and-ride will be located west of Military Highway just south of Curlew Drive. The site will include a bus drop-off area with three bus bays, and a lot consisting of 232 spaces.

4.
Harbor Park-and-Ride

The Harbor Park park-and-ride lot will be located at the Harbor Park Stadium parking lot. This site will consist of 1,100 parking spaces.

VI. Bus Connections

The HRT bus system will provide strong bus connections to extend the effective service coverage of The Tide. Seven (7) of the stations will allow passengers a direct connection to the HRT bus system.
