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Are you part of the Web 2.0 world?  Do you do any of these things?

· Do you blog, have a del.icio.us account, collect information using an RSS feed, listen to podcasts?  
· Do you communicate with friends and classmates using myspace, facebook, or twitter?  
· Do you share photos with flickr?  Share videos with Google Video or YouTube?  
· Does your teacher have you create assignments using Wikipedia, Blogger, or Google Blog?  
Your task is to develop a presentation on how the Web 2.0 tools can be used in the classroom for learning.  In the presentation, define the Web 2.0 world, list and describe tools that should be used in your opinion in the classroom and explain how they should be used to help students learn (make learning more fun and meaningful).  Make sure you explain why your particular approaches and use of the tools will work.  Support your reasons with references and citations.  

When developing the presentation, start by having each group member describe their internet practices using Web 2.0 tools.  Then, taking the ideas from your own practice (and any use of the tools in your classes), develop a list of ways the group thinks the tools should be used in your classroom.  Organize and shape your ideas so they leap out of your presentation.
PowerPoint Presentation Requirements:

· The PowerPoint presentation must be no longer than 10-15 minutes and have between15 to 20 slides.

· The PowerPoint presentation slides must be advanced manually if text-based or advanced automatically if based on narration (advance automatically at the end of the audio play). 
· The full text of what should be narrated by the presenter for each slide must be in the notes section of the PowerPoint presentation slide.

· The presentation is required to have both a title slide and conclusion slide.  Title slide must have the name of the presentation and name of the school; Conclusion slide must have the names of the team members and any references or citations to information used in the presentation.
· The presentation must fully cover the topic area.
· The presentation has an appropriate template or background that is used in a consistent manner.
· ClipArt/graphics/photos are included on at least 1/3 (33%) of the slides.
· Audio narration and/or video is included in presentation on at least one slide.
· Consistent transitions are used between slides.
· At least one web link and one slide link are included in the presentation.

· Any text on a slide uses the 6x6 rule (no more than 6 lines and 6 words per line) or uses the 6 second rule (you can read the contents of the slide in 6 seconds).
· Topics is relevant and of interest to the appropriate age group.
· PowerPoint has a logical flow throughout the presentation.
Presentations will be judged in accordance with the attached guidelines.
Guidelines
General Guidelines:

· Be creative.  Consider your audience. 
· You may use scanned images, graphics, clip art, fonts (faces and sizes) and other multimedia to enhance the presentation. Design and layout of the presentations will be judged, as well as the quality of writing, so do be sure to use a spellchecker and check for grammatical errors. 
· Sequencing of the information is very important in Desktop Presentations.  Pay attention to the flow of ideas in your presentation. 
Specific Guidelines:

· Following guidelines (Are there 15-20 slides?  An introduction and conclusion slide?)
· Topic relevance and accuracy of the content 

· Spelling and grammar 

· Sequencing of the information  

· Originality/creativity

· Functionality of link(s) (Work correctly, link to correct location)

· Slide navigation and transition (Text slides move forward manually; narrated slides move forward automatically; transitions are consistent)
· Visual presentation

· Use and effectiveness of graphics

· Graphics sources (Original or compliant with copyright)
· Audio/video presentation
· Appropriate use and quality of digital photos 
· Appropriate use of sound and/or video (if used)
