Your team has been asked to design documents for a week-long summer camp for kids ages 6-12.  The summer camp owner needs a logo, a theme and a name.  They also need you to design a flyer, a postcard, and a business card to help advertise for the summer camp.  The owner would like for you to think of a name for the camp, design a logo, and a theme for all the advertising documents.  The purpose of the camp is to educate kids about the environmental issues surrounding the Chesapeake Bay.  The camp participants will enjoy events such as kayaking, hiking, plant and animal identification, wetland and ecosystem preservation, swimming, fishing and crabbing! Camp lasts for a week, kids participate in events Monday through Friday, 9-5.  The cost for the camp is 300 dollars for a week.  The address for the camp business is 123 Outback Street, Virginia Beach, VA 23450.  Phone number 757-555-1111.
You will design the following documents:

An 8.5 x 11 flyer that should appeal to kids.  The flyer should include information about the camp activities, the contact address, the camp name and any images you think would be appropriate. 

A postcard size 4.25” x 6” that contains the camp logo, name, phone number, address and information about the camp.

A business card size 3.5” x 2” containing the camp logo, name, phone number and address.

Be creative in choosing the wording for the flyer!  Also, consider the audience of your flyer.  You may use scanned images, graphics, clip art, rules, text, watermarks, font faces and sizes to enhance the piece.  Design and layout of the pieces will be judged, as well as the quality of writing, so do be sure to use a spellchecker and check for grammatical errors.  In addition, not all printers provide the same quality of output.  Judges are aware of this and will refer to the image left on the computer screen to make determinations of product quality versus print resolution.  Therefore, be sure to leave filenames for the judges with instructions on how to access each file.
The solutions will be judged on the overall quality of layout and design with emphasis placed on thematic unity (how well all the items on the pages are related to the theme) and stylistic unity (a consistent "look and feel" to all parts of the solution).  Good luck!
