LEVEL 4: Pick 3 out of the 5 Problems
PROBLEM 1: LOGO & STATIONERY SYSTEM
Design and produce a logo and stationery system (business card, letterhead and envelope) that appropriately represents the essence of the Museum of the Moving Image. Establish a look and feel that leads through all parts and connects them visually, graphically, typographically, etc.  You can reference the data provided for ideas but must create original material.
Standard Sizes and Specs
Business Card format: standard size of 3½”x 2” vertical or horizontal —unless you have a great argument as to why it should be a different format. Name of Company (logo), Name and Title of Employee, Address, Phone Number and Email Address (or URL) must be included on Business Card. The card can be 2-sided.
Letterhead format: 8½” x 11” vertical. Name of Company (logo), Address and URL must be included on Letterhead.
Envelope format: 41/8” x 9½” horizontal. Name of Company (logo) and Address must be included on Envelope. Be aware, the USPS has restrictions on where design elements can be placed on the front of envelopes.
Color: maximum 2 spot colors, but paper could function as a third color.
Recommended Software: Illustrator and/or InDesign
PROBLEM 2: POSTER
Design and produce a poster that clearly and effectively communicates whether you are for or against a social issue. The goal would be to produce a visual argument that provokes the viewer to consider your viewpoint. Examples of social issues include: animal rights, body image, global warming, whaling, bullying, gun rights, child soldiers, censorship, cloning, corporal punishment, child labor, smoking, etc.

PROBLEM 3: ILLUSTRATION
Create an illustration (without typography) that effectively communicates one of the following productions. The graphic image(s) and color palette need to help the viewer visually identify the play/show. Symbolism, if appropriate, could also considered. Do not use photography as your illustration. This illustration must be original and made completely out of graphic (image based) elements.  You can reference the data provided for ideas but must create original material.
