The Great Computer Challenge

You are supplied with video footage that includes the robotics engineering lab at the Advanced Technology Center in Virginia Beach Public Schools as well as various training options available to students through their Career and Technical Education Center.  There are interviews with the Superintendent and students.  The theme is Career and College Readiness.  Mentally log the video clips (crowds, interviews, etc.) and create a one minute promotional video.  All essential video is included (interviews and B-roll). 

You must create a video that includes the following items:

Psychological continuity (make sure the video is understandable).
Music/Voiceover that assists in creating video excitement: audio transitions, etc.  The music must enhance and not compete with the overall promotional video.  No outside musical source can be used (internet, unauthorized music options such as a CD, MP3 download, etc.) 

Note: ***recording your own voiceover is not required, but can be used***

Interviews (from the B-roll provided) to impart depth and drive the narrative of the promotional video.

Graphics – you are expected to use contextually appropriate fonts (size, style, color) to reinforce your message through words on the screen.  No inclusion of any web accessed or downloaded third party graphics can be used. 

Effects – can include wipes, dissolves, cuts, etc. 


Spelling/Grammar – Name keys, opening titles/etc. must be spelled correctly and have no grammatical errors.

  REMINDERS:

It is recommended that each participant have headphones (but it is not required).  Contestants must save & leave the completed video visible on their desktop screen for judging.


It is recommended that contestant(s) be mindful of available of time constraints throughout the competition.  You have TWO HOURS to complete your project.


Contestant(s) can ONLY utilize the video/music selections provided by the officials.   Note: ***Voiceover can be used by the contestants, but it is not a requirement***
