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Multiplication Tutor

While tutoring some students in an elementary school one day, you realize that the students need help learning the multiplication tables for the numbers one (1) through nine (9).
You then realize you could create an easy-to-use application which would randomly produce two positive one-digit integers that display in a question, such as “How much is 5 times 6?”  The student could then type the answer into a text box and click a “Submit Answer” button.  If the answer is correct, then the application randomly displays one of three messages:  Very Good!  Excellent!  Or Great Job! in a label.  If the answer is not correct, then the label displays the message Sorry, Please Try Again.  When the student is ready for another question, the student could click a “New Question” button.
The application should display a dialog box requesting the student to enter an answer.  If a non-numeric value is entered for the answer, an appropriate error message should be posted.

The student should then be able to click a button and have the appropriate response appear.
The student should be able to generate a new question with the click of a button.

The application should also allow the students to Exit by clicking a button.

The following is an example of the application, indicating a correct response to the question:
