Your school has been asked to represent your school district and provide a talk on an important issue of the day.  This is an opportunity for your group to showcase their creative and technical talents in creating, designing and producing a PowerPoint presentation in one of the following areas:

· Health Sciences (includes Medical, Veterinary Medicine, Pharmacy, Nursing, Physical and Occupational Therapy)

· Plant and Natural Sciences (includes Agronomy, Horticulture, Entomology, Wildlife, Forestry, Environment, Natural Resources, Conservation, and Water Protection and Usage).

· Foods and Nutrition (includes Dairy Foods, Breads, Preservation, Nutrition, Health, and Food Safety)

· Family, Consumer, and Social Sciences (includes Childcare, Safety, Consumer Education, Health & Fitness, Citizenship, Leadership, Government, and Community Service).

· Communication and Visual Arts (includes Photography, Public Speaking, Recreation, Arts and Crafts, and Performing Arts).

· Law and Legal Studies (includes Law, Administration of Law, Law Enforcement, and Corrections)

· Technology (includes engineering technology, information technology, computer technology, and entrepreneurship technology)
Power Point Presentation Requirements:

· The Power Point presentation must be no longer than 5-7 minutes and have between12 to 20 slides.

· The Power Point presentation must be advanced manually if text-based or advanced automatically based on the end of the audio if narrated. 
· The full text of what should be narrated for each slide must be in the notes section of the PowerPoint presentation slide.

· The presentation is required to have both a title slide and conclusion slide.
· The presentation must cover the topic area chosen.
· The presentation has an appropriate template or background.
· ClipArt/graphics/photos are included on some or all slides.
· Audio and/or video is included in presentation.
· Consistent transitions are used between slides.
· At least one web link is included in the presentation.

· Any text on a slide uses the 6x6 rule (no more than 6 lines and 6 words per line) or uses the 6 second rule (you can read the contents of the slide in 6 seconds).
· Topic is relevant and of interest to the appropriate age group.
· Power Point has a logical flow throughout the presentation.
Presentations will be judged in accordance with the attached guidelines.
Guidelines
General Guidelines:

· Be creative.  Consider your audience. 
· You may use scanned images, graphics, clip art, fonts (faces and sizes) and other multimedia to enhance the presentation. Design and layout of the presentations will be judged, as well as the quality of writing, so do be sure to use a spellchecker and check for grammatical errors. 
· Sequencing of the information is very important in Desktop Presentations.  Pay attention to the flow of your presentation. 
Specific Guidelines:

You will be judged on the following criteria: 

· Following guidelines (Are there 12-20 slides?  An introduction and conclusion slide?)
· Topic relevance and accuracy of the content 

· Spelling and grammar 

· Sequencing of the information  

· Originality/creativity
· Text and font selection/formatting
· Background used in slides
· Functionality of link(s) (Work correctly)

· Slide navigation and transition (Text slides move forward manually; narrated slides move forward automatically; transitions are consistent)
· Visual presentation

· Use and effectiveness of graphics

· Graphics sources (Original or compliance with copyright)
· Audio/video presentation
· Appropriate use and quality of digital photos 
· Appropriate use of sound and/or video (if used)
