Scenario:

Your school computer club has been hired to make some promotional materials for a travel agency.  Get Out! Travel agency wants to create materials to let the public know it is a good time to get deals on travel to places all over the world.  Get Out! Travel agency plans trips for anywhere in the world so you choose the destinations to highlight in your materials.

Include in all publications, the name of the agency, the phone number (888) 555-1212, the address 100 Main Street, Norfolk, VA 23508, the website address http://www.getouttravelagency.com , the email address getouttravelagency@server.com and any other information you think customers need to know.

Requirements:

Advertising Poster




The poster should be an 8 ½ x 11 sheet of paper.

You must have the following text elements on your poster:

· Agency name

· Contact information (phone, address, website)

· Promotional information

· Consistent colors with the post card and brochure design

Brochure

The brochure design should be for an 8 ½ x 11 sheet of paper.

You must have the following text elements on your card design:

· Name and contact information of the agency

The brochure should have the following graphic elements:

· A logo (you don’t have to make one, just use an appropriate graphic)

· Consistent colors with the poster and the post card

Postcard

The postcard is printed on an 8 ½ x 11 sheet of paper and each postcard is 4.25" high x 5.5" long.


You must have the following text elements in your postcard design:

· Company name, address and phone number

· Consistent colors with the poster and the business card design.
Guidelines:

Be creative in choosing the wording for the poster!  Also, consider the audience of your poster.  The brochure should match in color and logo, but be more conservative in its look since it will be used for correspondence with both students and parents.

You may use scanned images, graphics, clip art, rules, text, watermarks, font faces and sizes to enhance the piece.  Design and layout of the pieces will be judged, as well as the quality of writing, so do be sure to use a spellchecker and check for grammatical errors.  In addition, not all printers provide the same quality of output.  Judges are aware of this and will refer to the image left on the computer screen to make determinations of product quality versus print resolution.  Therefore, be sure to leave filenames for the judges with instructions on how to access each file.

The solutions will be judged on the overall quality of layout and design with emphasis placed on thematic unity (how well all the items on the pages are related to the theme) and stylistic unity (a consistent "look and feel" to all parts of the solution).
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
