Scenario
Martian Donuts is a new donut shop in the area, and they will be having a fun Grand Opening event to introduce themselves to the community. They will need a variety of printed materials in order to get the word out about their products, their location, and their event. 

The space-themed donut shop (located at 123 Milky Way, in Norfolk) features donuts decorated like Aliens, Little Green Men, Flying Saucers, Rockets, Extra Terrestrials, Kryptonite, and UFOs. There’s even a Space Jam (jelly-filled) donut. Hot beverages have names like Hot Chocolate Rocket Fuel and Gravi-Tea. (Feel free to introduce other creative names, if inspiration strikes. This is not a requirement.)
The Grand Opening event will take place on Independence Day, July 4, from 9:00 a.m. until 2:00 p.m. The first 100 customers will receive a free Martian Donuts T-Shirt. There will be face painting and a moon bounce for the children, and visits from space-related costumed characters throughout the day.
Customers have made the following comments about Martian Donuts: 
· “The donuts were out of this world!”
· “Best donuts in the galaxy!” 
· “I would travel light years to eat these donuts, but it’s right around the corner!”
· “Stellar!”
Requirements

1) An 8.5” x 11” flyer to provide information about the Grand Opening.
2) A postcard (4.25” x 6”) that will be mailed to all houses in the neighborhood. The postcard should include an invitation to the Grand Opening and a coupon for a free donut that expires one month from the date of the Grand Opening. Remember, postcards are usually 2-sided. 
3) An advertisement (5.5” x 8.5”) that will run for several weeks after the Grand Opening in the local paper. The ad should feature a sampling of menu items and a couple of customer comments.
4) A business letter (8.5” x 11” with 1-inch margins) addressed to the Milky Way Business District, introducing Martian Donuts, inviting other businesses in the area to attend the Grand Opening event, and offering to assist with any future needs of other Business District members. The letter should include the donut shop logo, plus the name and contact information for the shop owner.
Guidelines
Be creative, creating a common theme and appearance (logos, colors, fonts) for all requirements, keeping your audience in mind. You may use scanned images, graphics, clip art, text, watermarks, and different font faces and sizes to enhance the piece.  The solutions will be judged on the overall quality of layout and design with emphasis placed on creativity, composition, and theme relevancy.
Judges will refer to images on the computer monitor when evaluating final pieces. Contestants must leave filenames for the judges as well as instructions for accessing each file.
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
